Richard & Bianca Reeve, Mozambique 

Who and where are they? 
Richard & Bianca Reeve, and their children (Miles, Anabel & Oscar) live in Maputo, the 
capital city of Mozambique, but Richard’s work takes him all around Mozambique as he 
trains church leaders.  

They write: 
“You might pray with us about the children's schooling, as their school (the only English 
curriculum one in Maputo) is in crisis over mismanagement, with rumours of closure. 
The mismanagement is a source of anxiety, and closure would present us with more to 
worry about, still. Otherwise, we are doing well. Oscar is running around and messing-
up everyone's belongings! 

As I [Richard] write, we [OC team] have just returned from several conferences. The first was for church leaders in Xai Xai. A 
real highlight for me was one lady expressing an "Aha! moment" she had during my talk on Gospel and Culture. There was 
enthusiastic discussion during and following the sessions, which helps us to identify how to prepare effectively for the future. 
This was followed by two more conferences in ALTO MOLÓCUE and then MOCUBA, in Zambézia province.   

I am pleased to report that the first couple to have completed our marriage preparation material just got married.”

The Persecuted Church 
North Africa is a beautiful place, lovely people and great food. But in one of its major cities there are 2 million Muslims, and only 
25 national Christians. In the surrounding hillside villages there are no believers.  

Foreign Christians living and working in these countries (missionaries) cannot openly witness to the local people. Instead they 
build friendships with their neighbours praying for opportunities during conversations to share the gospel, often in very small 
ways. Evangelism in North Africa is a slow process.  

Foreign and local believers do not worship together since this would put local believers in danger of arrest. Great care is needed 
when foreign and local believers do meet, so the police do not find out.  

In recent months several missionaries have been deported from one North African country for no apparent reason.  

Media such as television, radio, the internet and mobile phone plays a vital role in delivering the gospel message where places 
are hard to reach, or there are no missionaries. 

Please pray for: 
·  our hearts  to be filled with love and compassion towards Muslims. 
·  for Muslims to have inquisitive minds and open hearts  so that they might come to know the One True God and His Son 

Jesus Christ.  
·  for relationships and trust  between the foreign Christians and their Muslim friends. 
·  for opportunities  to witness, and for great wisdom  as to when to speak and when to keep silent (for fear of local police).

In April, the whole family (and friends from England) went to a 'Marriage' weekend away 
nearby, with an American speaker. We think it was really helpful.  The children are getting to 
know other children better who they meet on a regular basis.”
